Easter mass - March 31st at 8 PM Or April 1st at 8:30 AM (REQUIRED)

Sophomores - Castaway Retreat (REQUIRED)

Juniors - Twinned Parish Confirmation retreat on Jan. 27th from 9-9PM (REQUIRED)

Greg Miller before receiving the sacrament of
Confirmation. This letter is intended to create an open dialogue with our parish priest as a way to get to
know our Confirmation students.
