A leper came to Jesus and kneeling down begged him and said,  

òIf you wish, you can make me clean.ó -Mark 1:40  

In the Old Testament, someone who suffered from leprosy was considered unclean and was 

forced to rent his garments, shave his head, and live outside of camp. Leprosy is a  cruel skin 

disease, and many sufferers lose toes, noses and fingers as it progresses.  Itõs contagious, so itõs 

not surprising that lepers were forced to live outside of camp to avoid infecting others.  But  

Jesus had pity on the leper and touched him. The leper was healed. We all have our own lep-

rosy that Jesus wants to heal.  St. Teresa of Calcutta, who ran a clinic for lepers in India, once 

called loneliness the òleprosy of the West.ó Whether itõs loneliness or something else, what is 

your leprosy?
