The Future of Our Parishé 
 

Area Catholic Communities (ACC) in the Diocese of St. Cloud: a new paradigm 

in Catholic mission, parishes collaborating and cooperating together to be 

Christ for the world. Our proposed Area Catholic Community is the combined 

parishes from St. John the Baptist, Collegeville St. Benedictõs Avon and St. Jo-

seph, St. Joseph.  

Some initial questions people have been asking:  

1.     Will any of our parishes in our ACC be closing? Bishop Kettler has asked all 

of the leadership to avoid closing parishes. It does not mean closure is impossi-

ble, but the focus of planning is on getting parishes to work together for the 

sake of our mission.  

2.     Is the plan finalized? No. Bishop Kettler has not approved any of the plan. 

More changes may happen.  

3.     Will our parishes have town hall meetings for parishioners to ask questions 

and offer comments? Yes, in the near future.  

4.     What about the proposed plan implementation date of July 1st, 2019? Until 

Bishop Kettler approves a plan, the date is tentative. The plan is still being de-

veloped by representatives of clergy and lay people from every deanery, and 

it is better to have a well -developed plan than to meet a proposed date of im-

plementation.  

5.     How many priests will be serving our ACC? Unknown. The parishes listed 

above in our proposed ACC are currently served by 2 priests with some assisting 

priests. Overall, the number of parish priests available to serve our 131 parishes 

in the diocese will go down over the next ten years, and so we will need to col-

laborate and cooperate more as ACCs to adjust with our human resources . This 

could mean going down to 1 priest for our ACC over time.  

6.     What does it mean that parishes will be collaborating and cooperating 

more? The lived experience of most parishes in our diocese has been inde-

pendent parishes sharing clergy and sometimes lay staff. Independent parishes 

cannot be sustained as a model for the future.  We depend on one another to 

keep the faith alive. When the cultures and gifts of each parish are united to-

gether, we can accomplish more. Bishop Kettler wants us to pursue more col-

laboration and cooperation between parishes for the sake of our mission. What 

will that look like? That is up to us. It will need to be significantly more than we 

currently do.  

7.     Will Mass schedules change? Maybe. There are too many variables that 

need to be sorted out before decisions about Mass times are made.  

 

This is just a short list of questions and I am sure there will be more as we move 

forward. This next week a meeting between Brenda Kresky from the Diocese 

and parish leadership has been scheduled. Our hope is to communicate open-

ly with you as this process unfolds and develops.
